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To generate a report, work must be
assigned to a student. You can
decide if you want to include all
activities the students has been
assigned, or just the ones that have
been clompleted. Click on Generate
Report in the Teacher Options to
obtain a report on student
responses.
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In this template, the
student is given 5
problems. You can add
pictures relecting any
content. For example,
you could be working on
household items. Each
of the problems would
reflect a household item
you have introduced to
the student. You can
also change the question
to reflect higher skills
than labeling. For
example, "Which animal
if very tall and runs
fast." Rather than
provide computerized
speech, you may record
your voice asking the
question.
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All Classroom Suite
Activities contain a
preview button to see
how the activity functions
and a customize option
to add your own content.
You can insert digital
pictures of the students
by navigating to the file
folder icon and
navigating to where you
have pictures stored. In
the Errorless Writing
Activity, you now have
the option of having a
second beginning
sentence, such as Today
I am....Yesterday | was...
'You may also have fewer
ending sentences by
changing the number.
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Click on new student. The User
Properties window appears. Type in
the student's user name (usually first
name). If you have digital pictures of
the student, you can include the
picture when student signs-in. Clck
on the folder icon, and navigate to
where you have stored your
pictures.
