If you right click on the extension icon there is an options button with added features like keyboard shortcuts. You can use Select and Speak or SpeakIT in conjunction with Readability to listen to text.

	[image: ]Select and Speak converts selected text to speech by using ISpeech technology. Select the text and click the icon to start listening. Click the icon again to stop listening. You can change the speech rate by right clicking on the extension and then choosing options. A separate web page opens so close the tab/page after you make changes.
