All that will show on this initial page will be the picture of Jesse and the picture of Tea’.  Once the participant selects one the information below the picture will become apparent.
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In addition to Mrs Challenged, Jesse has an LD consulting teacher, an occupational therapist at school.  His parents are very involved as well.  He has an IEP and it is current and up to date.  He needs help getting this type of assignment complete.  Jesse’s consulting LD teacher, Mr. Willing N. Able, calls together his IEP team and parents to work out some possible solutions.

	· Jesse’s reading is below grade level, but he’s embarrassed for classmates to see him with a “baby” book. 
· He enjoys listening to books on his mp3 player- he listens to books others.  
· He loves the fantasy books!  
· Jesse uses a computer at home to complete most of his homework. 
·  At school he uses a portable word processor sometimes, writes some, and uses a laptop for long written work.
· Jesse’s writing speed is extremely slow – he has difficulty spelling words, but has an excellent verbal vocabulary

	· Jesse has an mp3 player that he can download music and audio books to independently.
· He uses his home computer to do his homework
· He often turns in work that is difficult to follow and often has misspelled or inappropriate words
· His classroom computers have talking word processing computers
· The computers also have word prediction software
· The classroom is made up with several tables with chairs around them.  
· The classroom has several laptops available for student use
	Jesse needs to 
1. Read a book of his choice
2. Produce a paper that will persuade his friends to read his book.
	First, Mrs. Challenged will allow Jesse to select an audio book to use for his assignment.  

Next, Mr. Able will allow Jesse to work on the paper in his classroom.  He will use one of the laptops and Mr. Able will demonstrate the talking word processing and the word prediction to him.





All that will show on this initial page will be the picture of Jesse and the picture of Tea’.  Once the participant selects one the information below the picture will become apparent.
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In addition to Mrs Challenged, Tea’ has an OI consulting teacher, an occupational therapist, physical therapist, speech and language pathologist, and an adapted PE teacher at school.  Her mother is very involved.  She has an IEP and it is current.  Tea needs help getting this type of assignment complete.  Tea’s consulting OI teacher, Ms. Alwa Y Sready, calls together Tea’s IEP team including her mother to work out some possible solutions.

	· Tea loves to read.  She is presently using her Ipad with the Ibook App to read.
· She has been using a laptop to type written responses, however, she can’t change between her voice output device and laptop independently so she has to wait for someone to help her.
· Tea is not able to print from her voice output device at school.
· Tea often forgets to turn in her work to Mrs. Challenged.
	· Tea has a computer station set up at home where she does most of her homework.  
· Her Mom works and is often at work in the afternoons.  
· Her grandmother stays with her in the afternoon when her Mom is working, however, Grandma is afraid to use the computer so much of Tea’s work is done without support.
· Tea’s classroom has tables that are easy to drive her wheelchair under.  The classroom has a wireless printer. 
· Tea’s voice output device is open so that she can access the internet with it, though not at school because she doesn’t have the network code to access at school.
	Tea’ needs to 
· Read a book of her choice
· Produce a paper that will persuade her friends to read the book.
	First, Tea’ will select a book that she has on her Ipad to read.  

Next, Ms. Ready will install word prediction & word processing software to Tea’s voice output device.

She will work with the IT support to get Tea’s device to print in Mrs. Challenge’s classroom.

Tea’ will start attaching her work completed at home to an email for Mrs.  Challenge.
