	6. The acronym most used to mean “Really Simple Syndication,” which describe the syndication of Web content.

	7. The general term used for Internet-based computing.  Also a metaphor for the Internet and storage services users are able to access any time from any computer with Internet access.

	9. The term that refers to a specific mailing list sent out by a mailing list server and broadcasted to everyone on the mailing list.

	J. Virtual Worlds
	10. The ability to locate, organize, understand, evaluate, and create information using digital technology.  It involves a working knowledge of current high-technology, and an understanding of how it can be used.

	K. Wikis
	11. The term typically describing the second generation of the World Wide Web which provides users with more functionality and the ability to share and collaborate online.

	L. Digital Literacy
	12. Any piece of equipment or product system, whether acquired commercially or off the shelf, modified, or customized, that is used to increase, maintain, or improve academic performance or meet learning objectives.

	M. Blogs
	13. A collaborative Web site, and, based on the permissions set by the creator, allows others to add, modify, or delete content that has been uploaded or posted.

	N. Twitter
	14. A computer simulated environment in which users are represented on screen by avatars and interact in real time with others online.
